CE is 
considered approved  if the program is RACE or RAIVE 
approved; is provided by the NH Veterinary Medical 
Association (VMA), New England VMA, or other state 
VMA; and/or is provided by one of the organizations on 
our web site, www.nh.gov/veterinary, under “Continuing 
Education”.   The Board will only review individual 
requests for approval of CE programs when a program is 
delivered at or by a NH veterinary practice.  Any CE 
provided at or by a NH veterinary must be pre-approved 
by the Board. 
 
 

 

-A maximum of 6 CE credits per renewal period may be 
obtained from approved compendium and/or approved 
on line programs. 

-A maximum of 6 CE credits per renewal period may be 
obtained in alternative medicine; such programs must be 
Registry of Approved Continuing Education (RACE) or 
Registry of Alternative an integrative Veterinary Medical 
Education (RAIVE) approved.
